Three-star 
event 
at Lindø 
In November a naming ceremony took 
place at Lindø, unique both regarding 
the number of ships, their size, and the 
launching method. 

The December issue of MÆRSK 
POST carried an article headed "New 
Type of Ship f rom Lindø", dealing with 
6 anchor-handling tugs ordered f rom the 
Yard by A. P. Møller, and readers were 
told about a rather unusual method of 
launching, viz. f rom the air. Such a 
launching is carried out by means of the 
big gantry crane of the Lindø Yard, able 
to carry 800 tons. It lifts the 600-ton 
ship, which has not yet been equipped 
with main engines or winches, f rom the 
outfitt ing quay and launches it into the 
Odense Fjord. 

The launching of the first ship (Lindø 
505) took place already on August 27th 
1976, immediately following the naming 

to the outfitting quay where the treble 
naming ceremony took place. 

The three sponsors were:

André Jarrosson. president of E.T.P.M., 
Paris, a great construction firm, owners 
of several construction and pipeline 
barges working in the North Sea and the 
Middle East. 

For "MÆRSK BLAZER" 
Mme Frangoise de Taro, wife of M. 
Henri de Taro, drilling manager of Elf/ 
Aquitaine, Paris. Elf and Aquitaine 
activities are concentrated in the North 
Sea and the Middle East. 

The three ships, which have been deliv-

ered by now, are the first of an order of 
six, as mentioned above. The remaining 
three are expected to be delivered during 
the first quarter of 1977. 

The ships have a length of 45.70 
metres, a breadth of 12.00 metres, and a 
draught of 4,60 metres. The twin engines, 
developing about 10,500 IHP, provide a 
bollard pull of about 100 tons, and the 
speed is over 15 knots. Anchor-handling 
operations can take place on depths of 
several hundred metres. 12 crew members 
may be accommodated in 12 single 
cabins. 

The construction of anchor-handling 
tugs coinciding with the delivery of 
supertankers is a convincing illustration 
of the readjustment process which the 
Yard is at present undergoing, and which 
is expressed in the new slogan: "Big news 
- small ships".

of Lindø No. 60, a 315,700 tdw. turbine 
tanker for Shell Tankers (U.K.) Limited, 
London. The naming of such a large 
tanker, lying alongside the outfitting 
quay is so commonplace that the launch-
ing of the tug inevitably became the 
event of the day. 

Tug No. 2 (Lindø 506) was launched 
on November 10th 1976, and No. 3 
(Lindø 507) on the day of the naming 
ceremony, which gave the guests an 
opportunity to witness the transportation 
of this ship by means of the gantry crane 
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
